It’s critical to note that not all research in Social Science and Humanities is
appropriate for a Fulbright grant, as the research must meet an American Studies
requirement. In some fields, such as American Literature or American History,
almost all research areas will by definition meet the American Studies
requirement. But in other fields, such as linguistics, economics, philosophy,
information science, etc., only research within these fields that is clearly related to
deepening understanding of the United States will qualify. General theoretical
studies or investigations of subject matter in these fields that are not specifically
related to the United States will not be viewed favorably by the selection panels.

It’s critical to note that not all research in Social Science and Humanities is
appropriate for a Fulbright grant, as the research must meet an American Studies
requirement. In some fields, such as American Literature or American History,
almost all research areas will by definition meet the American Studies
requirement. But in other fields, such as linguistics, economics, philosophy,
information science, etc., only research within these fields that is clearly related to
deepening understanding of the United States will qualify. General theoretical
studies or investigations of subject matter in these fields that are not specifically
related to the United States will not be viewed favorably by the selection panels.
